4. Goats should be on grounds by 11:00 A.M. EDT 

5. Weigh-in will begin at 9:00 A.M. EDT 

6. Classes of market goats will be determined by weight (minimum weight - 

35 lbs). 
7. Classes will be divided the day of show 

8. Show is open to purebred and commercial goats 

9. Show is open to both Meat & Dairy Goats 
10.Animals can only be shown in one class—Market or Breeding
